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CSR: Making it Practical
wniliingsnaiuiaveunadinn

Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) is
a key policy focus of the Thailand Business Council for
Sustainable Development (TBCSD). To promote its
uptake on a wider scale, the TBCSD in 2007 held
a series of forums for its corporate members to
exchange their experiences in implementing CSR.
Participating members from different backgrounds
and businesses enriched perspectives on CSR and
enabled the identification of steps to implement
CSR in different business contexts. Case studies
of corporate members from the petrochemical,
agribusiness, cement and consumer product
industries were presented and their key success
factors highlighted. Among the ideas covered were
good governance, environmental management

and multi-stakeholder participation.
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Check Dam for Local Community
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Six members of the Thailand Business Council

for Sustainable Development (TBCSD) joined
hands in 2007 to build a check dam for the local
community of Mae Hia in Chiang Mai, which lies
in the sloping foothills of the Doi Suthep Mountain
Range. The check dam will hold back water during
the rainy season, when the village is often flooded,
and will supply water to the community during the
dry season, when drought is frequent. Local residents
took part in the construction and provided bamboo
as a construction material, while TBCSD supplied
cement and also manpower.

The check dam was part of the TBCSD's
fribute to the 80th Birthday Anniversary of His
Majesty the King, who has long been dedicated
to sustainable management of forest and water
resources for the Thai people. The Chai Pattana
Foundation coordinated the activity, with
participation from the TBCSD member organizations:
Siam City Cement (Public) Co.Ltd, Bangchak
Petroleum (Public) Co. Ltd, Electricity Generating
Authority of Thailand, Kasikorn Bank (Public) Co.
Ltd, Krung Thai Bank (Public) Co. Ltd and the
Government Pension Fund.
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Art and Cultural Avenue of Bangkok’s Historical
Quarters: Linking Young Creativity

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The Art and Cultural Avenue of Bangkok's
Historical Quarters has been supported by the Thailand
Business Council for Sustainable Development
(TBCSD) since 2006. The project is implemented
by the Thailand Environment Institute and its
key partner, the Society for the Conservation of
National Treasure and Environment (SCONTE).
The project aims to encourage young
people to learn about and contribute to the
conservation of cultural environments inside
Bangkok's historical quarters, which include canal
moats built during the pre-Bangkok period and
several Buddhist temples dating back two centuries.
Art activities and visits fo historical sites were
organized between July and December in 2007
to encourage young participants to exercise their
creativity in conserving the historical environments
of old Bangkok areas. Their learning experiences
and perspectives were presented and received

strong support from supporting organizations.

Those in charge of Bangkok's administration

promised further support for the project and will

adopt the ideas of the young participants as
guidelines for improving the cultural and historical
landscape of the area. The project also enjoyed
wide media coverage and was selected as a case
study of cultural event management by both Thai
and Japanese university students. The Institute,
TBCSD and SCONTE are planning to develop the
historical areas of Bangkok as a learning centre

for cultural environment management.
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
